AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO SANITATION AND THE
PROMOTION OF PUBLIC HEALTH AND SAFETY S PROVIDING FOR
THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A MUNICIPAL COLLECTION AND
'DISPOSAL SERVICE FOR ALL GARBAGE, RUBBISH AND ASHES
ACCUMULATED IN THE BOROUGH, PROVIDING FOR THE BEN-
FORCEMENT AND PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION THEREOF, AND
REPEALING ORDINANCES AND PARTS OF ORDINANCES
INCONSISTENT HEREWITH.

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH
OF DUPONT AND IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY AUTHORITY
OF THE SAME:

Section 1. Definitions:~

That the following words when used in this Grdinance'sha{lf:
have the meanings ascribed to them in this Section, except'thoié
instances where the context clearly indicates otherwise: B

a. "Garbage" means the animal and vegetable waste resulting
from the héndling, preparation, cooking and consumption of
foods. It shall not include more than a minimum amount of fres
liquids. It shall not include food-processing wastes from
‘ eanneries, packing plants, or similar industries, nor large
}‘quantities of condemned food products.

b. "Ashes' means thel residue from the burning of wood,

coal, coke, and other combustible materials ﬁorﬂthe purposes

of heating and cooking. It shall not inciude the cinders pro-

c. "Rubbish” means'all waste materials not included in
; garbage and ashes except building rubbish from building congtruc:
! tion or reconstruction, street refuse, industrial refuse, dead
‘ animals, abandoned large machinery or vehicles or such other

waste materials as are not commonly produced in homes, stores

and institutions.
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d. "Refuse" means garbage, ashes and rubbish as
defined.
e. '"Person” means a natural person, firm, co-pam

association or corporation.

Section 2. Administration:-

An aggrieved person
shall have the right to appeal against any regulation made by
the Council of Dupont which may confirm, modify or revoke any

c. The producers of refuse or the owners of premises upon
which refuse is accumulated who desire personally to collect
and dispose of such refuse, and personé who desire to dispose of
waste material not included in the définition of refuse, and
collectors of refuse from outside of the Borough who desire tol
haul over the streets of the Borough, shall use a water tight,
vehicle provided with a tight cover and so operated as to prevenﬁ
offensive odors escaping therefrom and refuse from being glOan‘
dropped or spilled. Such disposal shall be made outside the_f?
Borough limits, unless expressly‘authorized by Borough Council.
The Borough Council shall have the authority to permit disposal
of such material to the 1andfiil provided the charge as pro-
vided in the Schedule of Fees hereinafter set forth is paid.

The Borough Council shall have the authority to make such other

_reasonable regulations concerning individual collection and dis-

posal and relating to the wauling over Borough streets'ﬁy_’
collectors of refuse fiom outside of the Borough as they may
deem necessary, subject to the right of aﬁéggiugs set fo?fh in
sub-section (b) hereof.

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other defect liable to hamper or injure the person collecting
the contents thereof shall be promptly replaced upon notice,
Failure to comply may result in refusal to collect or the ré-
moval of the defective receptacle as refuse.

d. Storing of refuse.

1 No person shall place any refuse in any street, alley
or other public place, or upon any private property whether
owned by such person or not, within thg Borough except it be in
proper receptaclés for collection or under an express appro¥al
granted by éhe.Borough Council. No person shall throw or deposit
any refuse in any stream or other body of water.

2. Any unauthorized accumulation of refuse on any premiseéu
is hereby declared to be a nuisance and is prohibited. Fajilure
to remove any existing accumulations of refuse within thirtyz'h:
days after the effective date of ‘this ordinance shall be deeme§ 
a violation of this ordinance.

3. It shall be unlawful for any person, other than the
occupants of thé premises on which refuse receptacles are stored
or the collector, to remove the covers of any of the contents
of refuse receptacles.

e. Points of Collection

Refuse receptacles shall be placed for collection ét;ggound

Section f. Collection practices

a. Frequency of Collection.
1. Refuse will be collected at least once each week.
2. Hotels, restaurants and such other businesses and

institutions-as deem it necessary may enter into an agreement
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for a greater frequency of collection. Where ne
tect the public health, the Borough Council may
more frequent collections be made.

b. Limitation of Quantity.

1. It is the intent of the ordinance that
accumulation of refuse of each family for the co
will be collected for the standard charge. The
may refuse to collect unreasonable amounts or to
additional chargé for such amounts.

2. It‘is the intent of this ordinance that
ants, hotels, apartments, and other businesses a
shall have their reasonable accumulations of ref:

c. Special Refuse Problems.

All fees shall be considered deliquent if not paid
bill therefor. All deliquent accounts shall be subject to dis-
continuance of service without notice. The Borough Council
shall discontinué all refuse collection service to all delinquent
accounts, unless Borough Council speéifically directs otherwise,
Service shall be resumed thereafter only on payment of the
accumulated fees for the period of collection and the period of
non-collection plus One ($1.00) Dollar, unless Borough Councilgf§
specifically directs otherwise. The stoppage of service Aereine
before authorized for non-payment of collection charges shgilq“
be in addition to the right of the Borough to proceed for collec-
tion of such unpaid charges by an action in assumpsit or, at the
election of the Borough, in any other manner provided by law
for the collection of municipal clainms.

{c) All persons, whose garbage,vrubbish or ashes are not
ing collected by the Borough under the terms of this Ordinance
shall furnish the Borough Council immediately upon their request,

Any person, whether as principal, agent, or employee,
