Tax Collector Joy Tetlak Adelstein was Present and spoke about the tax collector’s position, duties, and requirements. 
Advertised meeting to fill vacancy in office of Tax Collector and other business before Council.
Five letters of interest were received: Luzerne County (county/municipal),  Dorothy Rygiel, Ellen Price, Susan Gregory, and Jerry Bryk.
Mr. Knick explained that Interviews will be held, and asked Mr. Bryk to step out and began to interview Ellen Price.   Following Ellen’s interview, Jerry Bryk was interviewed, and last was Susan Gregory.  Dorothy Rygiel did not attend.  Each was asked their qualifications, time and place of collections, availability of equipment needed, office space, access to the borough building,  computer and printer,  term of position, reporting,   and other questions and responsibilities  pertaining to the position.   Mrs. Adelstein explained the training and PA Municipal Qualified Tax Collector, two credits per term, ethics, quickbooks .  She took ethics class, you can join local tax collector association and can attend their meetings and receive credit.  Joy explained the mandated three days a week during the last two weeks of discount for county, municipal and school.  Joy explained web based system, just wi fi needed, Adobe needed, email address,  and as far as duplicate books having to be printed she downloaded onto flash drive and took to Staples or Cartridge World to print.   Mr. Karkut asked about bonding and talked about hours and availability and how they would accommodate residents requiring certain scheduling.    Joy also explained the deputy tax collector requirement.   Mr. Kowalczyk addressed the term which would be for 2019.  In February if interested in continuing the position beyond 2019, a petition would be needed in February to be on the ballot for May and November.   Patty added that would be a two year term to 2021.  
Mr. Bryk noted that the original announcement in the paper stated Dec. 26th.  He was here last evening.  Mr. Knick stated as it was looked into, it had to be a public meeting.  Mr. Kowalczyk stated Harrisburg was contacted.  Joy mentioned State Tax Collector, and Patty stated PSAB.
Mrs. Hansen asked Joy if they are allowed to go to homes to collect.  All three interviews mentioned that and Joy did mention collections should be done here, not out of the home.   Joy explained the problem with doing it out of their home is they have to have accommodations for the disabled, according to the American Disabilities Act.  Stan  stated the question is going to people’s homes to collect.  Joy stated she doesn’t believe that is a problem, you cannot do collections at your home because of the American Disabilities Act.     
All three were called into the room and thanked for their interest in applying for this position.
President of Council Stan Knick called for nomination to fill the tax collector vacancy:
Mr. Kaminski  motioned to nominate Gerald (Jerry) Bryk.    Mr. Kowalczyk seconded the nomination.  Nominations Closed.  Roll Call:  Mr. Knick, Abstain, because of involvement with a couple of parties, not just one;  Mr. Kowalczyk, yes;  Mr. Kaminski, yes ;  Mrs. Hansen, yes  ;  Mr. Karkut, yes.  Motion Carried 4/1 abstention.  
Mr. Kowalczyk thanked everyone for their interest, along with Mr. Knick.   Mr. Bryk was congratulated and told he would be helped as much as he could be.   Mr. Bryk will work with Joy and thanked Council for the appointment.  Joy explained the bond application to Mr. Bryk.

Motion to Approve Payments to Assured Partners for the 2019 Insurance down payments, payment in full for workers comp for fire fighters, as per payment schedule attached.   Payments to be made from Special Fund Account and paid back upon receipt of tax dollars.  This is because we are a new customer of Assured Partners.

Brickstreet - $4,320.60 (20%) work comp all others – 8 pmts $2160.00
Selective - $8,368.35  (19%) package  -10 pmts - $3,964.00

Mrs. Hansen asked a question regarding paying back this amount and whether the $20,000 from last year was paid back that was in the minutes as a motion but it was not paid back.  Patty explained it was $15,000 to be paid back to the sewer fund.  We borrowed $50,000 this year and still owe $15,000 for a total of $65,000 due to the Sewer Fund.  This amount $29,357.96 is due to the Special Fund Account.  Mr. Knick explained that we had a downfall this year, but actually we did our budget last year and were right on.  We paid back the suv which put us behind.   This year we should be fine because we do not have all those old payments to address.  Mr. Kaminski questioned that.  Mr. Knick stated we had a clean slate.
