Engineer’s Report -  Bob Naegele updated on the following: (1) Navy Way Road -Washout fixed 
by the Borough.  Penn DOT issued a statement saying it was Borough responsibility.  In the meantime they are working on whether or not it is a design or construction issue that created this problem.  It is recurring problem.  Penn DOT was represented at the meeting, the design team and the borough.  No one was there from airport or county.  Penn DOT position is the project was closed out, turned over to the Borough.  If they find out it is a design or construction issue they will work with the Borough, but at this point it is the Borough’s responsibility.  That is not the answer everyone wanted to hear, but at least they acknowledged they will look into it.  They believe it is construction, not design.   No one from the construction team was at the meeting.   Mr. Kowalczyk asked about the punch list.   They acknowledged that and they said they would look back at it, what wasn’t done.   Chris Goetz had a copy of it.  Patty added the issue with the Conservation District.   She contacted the District and they noted the NPDES permit is still open due to issues with drainage.    One of the comments was the basins not functioning correctly.   They asked us to send the pictures of the washout and then they would be in touch with Penn DOT.  Bob suggested Patty contact Heather Graham, from the District for followup.   (2)  ADA Project – The PA One Call mark outs have started.  The project needs to be done by the end of December.    Multiscape is the contractor.  (3)  OCD Pave Project -  We did not hear back on the funding from the Community Development office.   As soon as we hear we will be ready to go with that project.  (4)   Railing Issue Main Street Sidewalk – amended the permit for the HOP with Penn DOT and Bob has a few ideas how to stabilize.   Bridge that to stabilize it without having to do the concrete.  The other option is topsoil and grass seed.   (5) Flood Channel Bid -  The one bid was over budget.  We will rebid this in January and hopefully get more contractors to bid and better pricing.

	Crime Watch Report -  Bob updated on the two recent events (1) Trunk or Treat -  even with the 
change 	of date and location 300 kids came through.  Very successful event there.   Also with the Lions Club the Crime Watch sponsored a safety station at Bill Lukasik’s house and quite a few kids came through.  Everyone seemed to be happy with the adult presence out there while kids were trick or treating.  Next month, December 2nd is the Tree Lighting here at the Borough.  There is a tree planted now and it will be decorated and same as the past activities for the kids and outside for Santa and tree lighting.  Bob invited Council and everyone in town to stop by.  It will be a good time for everybody.

Council President’s Report – Trash to Landfill – 65.44 tons;  Recycling – 30.76 tons.  Mileage:  F550 -  17,711;  3500 – 59,759; Recycler -  19,519;  Packer -  53,643,  Mack -  2,058.    The F550 went to Powells, new box and hoist.  The Packer went to A-1 Spring for two saddles and bushings for a total of $3450.  The recycler is going for service on Thursday and also for the egr coolant.  Stan will look at both vehicles to see if they need tires.     Salt price is up from $51.00 ton last year to $74.29 this year.

Mrs. Hansen asked for a breakdown on the workers comp. totals for Joyce and Assured.  Assured was $21,405.  Joyce included their comp total in the total and will have to break it down.

Council discussed the current claims through Joyce insurance, the package and the workers comp. quotes through separate agencies, change of agent.   Mrs. Hansen’s question was Joyce would have to continue to cover us with pending litigation and if we choose someone else then we are paying Joyce and the new insurance and the other point is do each of these insurances cover exactly the same thing.  Erik asked if they are all $25,000 deductible.  It was noted it depends on the situation.  It depends on public official liability 10,000; employment, 10,000; employee benefit liability, 1000;   law enforcement 10,000.  It is different depending on the situation.  Patty noted we need to have a meeting to review the quotes.  Mrs. Hansen agreed we need to look at each one.

Matters from Residents:

Mr. John Lizak, Gill Street -  Status of 109 Gill Street.  Chief Doran reported that the owner was cited.  He spoke with the magistrate’s office today and basically, the owner has not responded.
A warrant was issued and It was turned over to the constable.    Mr. Lizak secondly asked if this property can be filed as a blighted property.    Stan will have the solicitor look at it.  Patty stated she spoke with the county and the November meeting was cancelled.  They have not set a new date.  The applications are being reviewed that are being sent in from municipalities to see if they are filled out correctly.  If not they will contact the municipality and help them with the applications.   There is nothing scheduled with the program until January.  Mr. Lizak asked but will we do it.   Stan stated yes.

Mr. Eugene Wesley, Lidy Road -  Same issue he has been bringing up the past three months.  Now another problem is arising.  Mr. Karkut seen it, Patty knows about it.   Where the rock used to gather, they redid it with a machine and put choke down.  He was told it hardens to like blacktop.  He is concerned because he was having problems there.  He is only asking for blacktop to raise it four or five inches on the edge.  He has two sandbags on the neighbor property.  It was raining hard, but not a down pour.  When that happens it gets really bad.  He is very concerned with that.  He runs his life around that, even to leave his house to go away to see his kids or whatever.   Bob talked about the curb in certain areas which isn’t a problem.  The driveway is the concern.  If it is being done just by a sidewalk it can be six or eight inches, but by a driveway it is an issue.  Mr. Knick asked for a motion to do the curb to solve the problem. And Mr. Wesley stated it has to be tarred, because they did do that, it was just thrown there.  It could be kicked away.  Mr. Wesley redid it with cold patch and then he tarred it.  

Mr. Wesley stated a ton of blacktop will be too much.  Mr. Knick stated we have to look at this because of the grass.  Plus he is saying it is already so high.     (tape ended, low battery.)

From notes:

Mr. Wesley stated it is about 30’.

Jack Kuligowski, Walnut Street – Followup on the 109 Gill Street pool issue.  The water on top of the pool and the issue with west nile virus.  It was noted the pool was treated by the Luzerne County Conservation District representative after Patty and Mr. Lizak contacted them.   Secondly Mr. Kuligowski spoke about insurance deductibles.  

George Jendrey, Wyoming Avenue -  The recent article about Tunkhannock getting Gas lines due to grant from DCED.  Perhaps the Borough needs to look into a grant writer.

Mayor Lello – (1)  Penn DOT fixed the curb on Penn Avenue after phone call from Mayor to Representative Carroll.  (2)  Wished everyone a Happy Thanksgiving (3)  Commented on the Chirstmas Lights put up over the weekend by the Lions Club and other volunteers (4) Noted the Food Distribution will e November 29th at Sacred Heart.

Mr. Kowalczyk – Wished everyone a Happy Thanksgiving and secondly, addressed the resident in the audience who is waiting for reimbursement for the LLVSA issue and sewer backup incident in August.   He apologized to them but stated there is an issue with LLVSA that needs to be handled regarding the matter.
