 The Regular Monthly Meeting of Dupont Borough Council was called to order at 7:00 pm on Tuesday evening, August 13, 2019 by President of Council Stanley Knick.

Mr. Knick called for a short executive session for personnel and legal matters. 

Following executive session, Mr. Knick introduced Kyle Ward, from Comcast.   Kyle presented two proposals to Council, one for phone and internet and wifi for dpw garage on Commerce and one for a bundle package for the borough building phone, internet and addition of cameras.   There is no network currently in that location, however Comcast is willing to eat the cost of the $7800 bill to that site assuming you will be signing up for the service.   The proposal handed to members of council was a two year contract which included phone, internet, router which is needed for the internet service to have wifi in the building.  It is $96.00 a month plus tax.  Two years.   Any other provider will typically add the bill cost into the contract. 

Mr. Knick stated the reason this is being proposed is because of the building remodeling.  The DPW will no longer work out of this building.

Mrs. Hansen commented on her concerns for internet and wifi.  She believes the wifi is a bad idea.  They make many stops at the hub and now you will find them up at the garage on the computer.  The phone she understands.   Mr. Knick stated there will be cameras there also.    Mrs. Hansen understands the phone, but feels it is a bad idea for wifi.  Kyle asked if her concern is they will be less productive.  She responded yes and after the work is done they will be up there on the computer instead of doing something else.   Mr. Knick asked if the usage can be monitored.   Kyle agreed.  Yes you can.  You have the ability to log into the portal to shut the wifi off.  It can be turned on in the morning.   It also shows what device, who is on the tablet or smart phone.   You can check certain times, and how long they are on.  You can shut off individual devices too.   Mr. Knick noted that makes a big difference.

The second proposal is a copy of your current bill for this building.  You are currently paying $364.00 a month for internet and five phone lines.  What we are proposing is adding four cameras, one for each corner of the building exterior.  If we bundle four cameras, professional installation, hurricane ready, weather proof, 30 days video storage, zoom in and out, night vision.    The new bundle price if you add cameras, we will discount everything else which offsets the cameras cost.  The new contract rate will be $366.60.  Again this will be a two year contract.   At the end of two years you can have it reevaluated.      Patty asked Kyle to repeat the costs.   It is currently $364.00 after tax.  You have $40.00 in taxes and surcharges.  With cameras it will be $366.60 before taxes.   The increase is about $40.00 a month.  There is a one time installation fee of $200.00.  That goes on the first bill.  It is a savings, compared to paying thousands up front to install lhardware.     With the cameras, the thirty day storage, you can watch them live also.   Mrs. Hansen asked if the police can have access to watch these cameras at night.  Kyle noted absolutely.  You are allowed up to ten users.  Anyone with user name and password.   Mrs. Hansen asked how far they carry and will they catch the park.  It is a wide angle, 1080.  Kyle cannot say for sure if the park would be covered.   Mrs. Hansen asked if two cameras can be added at the park for that price if we gave you both.   Kyle questioned at this price, without increase of cost, what he can do is he had a customer who wanted ten cameras and the price was too high.  What he did was he got them a $600 one time credit.  So he can approach vp and say the borough will sign if you add two more cameras if we offer them a little extra.   He can come back with a new price.   Mr. Knick asked Kyle to look into that and get back to us.  Kyle asked the distance to the park and whether there is cable.   They would have to run a line.  He will look on his way out this evening.   Mr. Knick stated he believes there is.   Kyle stated normally a technician comes out and does survey and provides a drawing to see what is best.

Mr. Knick thanked Kyle for his time.    Kyle asked about the decision on the DPW garage.   Mr. Knick called for the vote on the DPW garage.   Kyle stated they are separate contracts.

Solicitor’s Report – Erik advised that the Borough received a request for a transfer of liquor license for the gas station at 279 Main Street.  They are entitled to a public hearing.   Erik called the attorney to advise that the Borough will schedule a public hearing which we do not charge for, but requested if they require a stenographer, that they would be responsible for that cost.    He has not heard back from the attorney.

Engineer’s Report -  Bob Naegele updated on the following:  (1)  OCD Project -  Mihalka awarded the contract and given the notice to proceed. The one call was marked out.    The contract period expires August 21st.   They may have to request an extension and will have to justify the reason for extension.  There were delays due to residents requesting gas service. (2) Mill Creek – Ken Rauch contractor was in town and began some of the grout work.    The old grout was dark, this new grout repair area is off white so you can see where the work is being done.  They did clean out the channel and with the rains came back and more debris in the channel.   They also did brush cutting and have pictures before and after.  Bob looked at the work and .   Patty asked about completion date.   Bob noted they were given plenty of time because of weather.    He will look into it.  They too can ask for extention.    It is not lack of effort, but weather conditions that would be a time issue.    (3) Our office marked out the pa one calls for the ugi get gas program.  (4) Our office worked on the MS4 inspections.  (5)  Building remodeling – Highland provided option drawings for the project.   Once the plans are finalized, they are looking at the week after Labor Day to have the specs ready to be advertised for the project.    

Crime Watch Report – Bob Price reported on last month’s meeting with a speaker on Narcan.  The speaker was a mother who lost her son to overdose.  She has made it her mission to bring awareness to people on this issue and what is available for treatment.   The next meeting is August 27th.  The Crime Watch will also have a community gathering following the 5K race on August 2th.   Bob invites everyone to participate in the Crime Watch.

Council President’s Report -    Stan reported on the trash and recycling tonnages collected for the month of July.  There was no mileage to report this month.   The other item updated was the school project.   Trash – 73.15 tons   Paper – 17.23  tons ;  8.59 tons comingle.   We are trying to patch potholes and have a lot of work going on in town.   Once the gas lines are done hopefully  come spring.   The school is not finalized but the money is secured.   Probably beginning next year it will be torn down and a three story high rise will be put there.   Right now we are working on subdividing the property.   The basketball courts and playground area Dupont will keep unless it is not utilized anymore than it will be turned back to them.   The road is part of the deed for the project property so that will be separated and given to Dupont.  There is no need for housing to have that road.

Mr. Knick stated Carroll and Blake helped us deal with the county to deal with this.  Mr. Posly stated he went to Harrisburg and fought for the deal.    Mr. Knick stated the Luzerne County Housing Authority and all of us worked together.  Mr. Posly  stated Mike Carroll got the deal.  Mr. Knick stated he was a major player in this, along with Blake, this town, and the Housing Authority.   Mr. Posly asked where is the Housing Authority based at. Matters from Audience:

1.  John Slivkanch, Holden Street – (1) Housing Project relating to tenants.  If it is a single person fine.  Handicap does that include a unemployed, former drug addict, criminal or anything like that.  Do we have a say in that.    Mr. Knick explained there is a thorough background check done for applicants with FBI etc.   Secondly are we going to be stuck with another large garbage fee again like proposed last year.  Mr. Knick stated right now, no.  Mr. Slivkanch said how about you look into a plan that saves us money.   Get a contract where we save $20 a year.   Mr. Kowalczyk stated as soon as a quarter millon dollars falls out of the sky.    Mr. SLivkanch said that is not our problem .  It is your problem.   You make it our problem Mr. Slivkanch said.  If we give up grant for garbage truck forget other grants for other projects intown.   Mr. Knick stated do you think I want garbage and taxes to go up.  Mr. Kowalczyk stated see what other towns pay for garbage.  They go to the same landfill we do.  Mr. Slivkanch what is this Russia.  Mr. Kowalczyk said we are making a point that our garbage is lower than other towns.   Mr. Slivkanch said good maybe we can get more people to move into town.  Keep it that way.   
2. Mr. Lizak, Gill Street -  The hole on Walnut Street was filled for the picnic, but there is now another hole opening.  What is the status of the project.   Patty noted she did not hear back from a contractor as far as cost to replace the pipe.  She will reach out to him again.  We are working on it.   Mr. Lizak is just advising of the hole.
3. Bill Lukasik, Smith Street -  Just today someone knocked over the Stop sign down on Smith/Curtain.  DPW will be notified.
4. William Mogensen, Everhart Street – We have a noise ordinance for nine o’clock.  We had a picnic here the sign said 4 to 10.  It went to ll pm Thursday and Friday.  It went to ten minutes before midnight on Saturday.    Of course then have to listen to 7 ‘oclock bell.   Two driveways blocked.  Had to stop people from parking on the lawn in back in the alleyway.  Emergency vehicles  unable to get through Walnut. Almost two head on collisions on Everhart.     Also the church should have their own security.   They should pay for it themselves, not the town.    If you have a picnic it should be in a park.  Mrs. Hansen agreed with church security which would help our police department.    Mr. Lukasik noted years ago there were fire police directing traffic and Everhart was a one way.  Mr. Kowalczyk stated state constables were also used in the past.     Mr. Knick stated they don’t have them anymore.   Council will review these comments and approach the church regarding security.  Mr. Knick will not go against a church for a picnic for a fundraiser.   Ms. Warunek clapped and thanked Stanley for that comment.   
5. Joan Posly, Lidy Road -  (1) Right to Know request submitted to Mayor for information on the lawsuit.  He responded to go to Prothonotary.   She went, and two others went.  None got into the file.  Mr. Knick asked which lawsuit.   Mrs. Posly stated the one where the borough paid $25,000.   Mr. Knick stated that is a personal information.   We cannot give that out.  If we tell you or anyone tells you, that person will sue us again.  Mrs. Posly doesn’t want the name.  She wants to know where the borough got the money to pay it off and then you refunded it back to another fund.  Did you use insurance money to pay this.   Mr. Knick and M.r Dingle responded no because our deductible is $25,000.   Mr. Knick stated we cannot use it, if it was over $25,000 we would have to pay the first $25,000 then insurance will kick in.    Mrs. Posly asked where the original $25,000 came from to pay it off.  Mr. Knick stated we borrowed from sewer fund  and put it back.   Mrs. Posly asked if it was voted on.   Mr. Slivkanch asked if it was put back.  It was voted on.   Mr. Knick stated it was a loan without interest.   The other option was go to the bank and pay interest on it.    Mr. Knick that it is all documented.   Taxes come in slow, we did this before, we take loans for other things and we borrow from sewer and pay it back.  We used to take a tan note from the bank and pay interest which is thousands.   We do it this way with no lawsuit.  Mrs. Posly asked if there are any other lawsuits.   Erik explained he cannot go into details but there is one that is gone to the state superior court.  We won on all issues but one.  One issue sent back and that is being reviewed as to whether that issue can even be addressed.    Mrs. Posly asked why people in town are not notified of the lawsuits.  Erik explained you cannot.  Mrs. Posly stated you are using our money to do what you want to do.  Mr. Knick stated it is brought up at meetings there is a lawsuit.   Mrs. Posly stated this one was not brought up until it was settled.   Mr. Knick explained it was.  This one was going on for years.  
6. Lou Posly Lidy Road -  Last meeting he was here about the Gates at the end of Lidy Road.  When he got here last meeting he feels Mr. Knick was notified and prepared that he was coming on this issue.   Mr. Knick stated Mr. Posly has been bringing this issue up month after month and knew he would bring it up again.   Mr. Posly wants to know if council asked the other people on Lidy Road what their thoughts are on opening the gates.  Mr. Knick stated some he talked to, some he dd not talk to.    Did you notify them by mail or how.    Mr .Knick sated he does not feel it is the right thing to do.  Mrs. Hansen also stated she also agrees that it is not the right thing to do.  Mr.Knick talked about the bridge, and trucks coming down Lidy and hitting the bridge.  Mr. Posly looked at the situation and feels you can open up one gate.   Mr. Knick said where do you want us to come up with the money to bring road up to specs.   Gill Street and other streets have to be paved.    Mr. Posly stated it does not have to be brought up to specs.   It is Gedrich Street.   Let me speak.    Mr. Posly stated other streets in Dupont don’t have to be brought up to specs.    Mr. Knick said alley ways do not have to be brought up to specs.   Roadways do have to be brought up to specs.     Mr. Knick stated it was voted on and he called for a motion to change the vote.   No one motioned.   Mr. Posly asked if anyone drives up Lidy Road.   The road is done.  All you have to do is look at it.   The other thing is the people on council never went on Lidy Road to look at it.   Mr. Knick stated he has been on Lidy Road a lot.   Mr. Karkut also noted he has been on Lidy.  Mr. Posly asked how they come down Lidy Road and if they come down Lidy onto Rte 11 when it snows and ice.   Susan Gregory stated she does she lives up there.  Mr. Posly said just one minute  I am not talking to you.   Mr. Karkut stated he has a four wheel drive truck.   Mr. Posly stated he has four wheel truck and slid down onto Rte. 11.   He has been doing that for sixty years.   It happens to him all the time.   He has hit the curb.   It is not a safe way to go.    There is no way to stop.  Mr. Knick stated there are other roads in town that are hills.   The DPW salt and plow the hills and roads all the time.     Mr. Knick at this time said he thanks Mr. Posly for the comments on this issue.  
7. John Evanchick, 401 Liberty – (1)During financial report that was a  Special Fund with a balance of  and what iit is for -  Mr. Knick explained once the school is sold the money used from that fund to pay the school loan will be paid back and used to pave streets,.  (2) Park Problems -  Have things straightened out at the park since last meeting.  Mayyor Lello explained they continue, the kids have nothing to do, and nowhere to go.  He spoke with other towns and they have the same problems.   Mayor Lello said the kids are climbing the gates.  Mr. Knick noted they are not climbing he gates they are taking them off at the hinges.     If anyone has ideas please let him know.  Mr. Knick noted problems at the school building also.    It is  atotally different world.   Mr. Evanchick noted maybe the cameras will help.   Mayor Lello stated he cannot put a skate park for them but if anyone has ideas for 13-16 year olds.     Mr. Knick noted most of them are not from town.     The two year contract for the cameras, who is responsible for the maintenance.   Mr. Knick stated he wants to review the contract to make sure after two years the price doesn’t double.
8. Mr. Posly asked  about the clock fund.    The balance is $3000 Patty stated.   Mr. Posly asked is that donations.   Patty stated that is what is left from the fundraiser.   Mr. Posly asked what the estimate is to finish the project.    Mark stated mostly costs for shrubs, landscaping, etc.   The bricks are purchased.    The rest of the work should be within the remaining budget balance.
Mr. Posly talked about the American Legion donating to the clock $2000 and others donating.  
9. David Reiser, Simpson Street -  Internet and wifi for the dpw garage.  Mr. Knick explained it will be monitored.   Right now, no cameras at the building.   It is fenced in, it is locked.  We will monitor it from here.
