Stan went over the two Walnut Street bridge projects, the emergency repair between Gill and Everhart and the new proposed project in design stage and permit stage.  The new proposed project includes one side sidewalks being added.

Council President’s Report:  Mr. Knick reported the following:  10.30 tons paper;  9.27 tons comingle.  59.30 tons trash.  Mileage:  F550 -   25,000;  C3500 - 68,786 ;     Packer -58,431;  Recycler – 25,938 ;  Mack – 2,729 ;  Backhoe – 6,262 hrs.

Mr. Knick reported the workers cut and cleaned the park last week in March because there was no recycling.  Also  street signs were put up that were missing around town.  We need to look at fixing the intersection of Freeport and Commerce Road.  We will have to have engineer look at it first.   We do have funds set aside for that area.  Petro is waiting to complete repairs to Grove Street under the Penn Jersey Paving project warranty claim.  Past due refuse accounts have had time to send in payments, therefore we will stop picking up trash on delinquent accounts.   We will be putting up new flags at the borough property and cleaning up the front of the borough for Memorial Day.   Noticed a lot of construction projects going on in town without permits.   There may have been issues with the permit office being closed.  With the current situation many people are buying additional bags already.   And finally with the COVID 19 Stan asked the Mayor for a recommendation on getting a proclamation, pick a date for all graduates, high school, kindergarten, college and have a plaque made and hang it in the borough building after it is remodeled.   He would like to put names on it, but to make sure no one is missed.  Mayor Lello agreed as well as all other members of council.

Mr. Knick stated this fee is for the maintenance of the lines, not usage. 

Matters from Mayor and Council –

Mayor Lello -  The Mayor received a call from Luzerne County EMS and will be picking up sanitizer and disinfectant for the dpw workers, fire department and police department.   Make sure everyone adheres to the stay at home rule, wear your mask, stay six feet apart.  

Mr. Jones – Memorial Day Parade is cancelled.   Suggested fire trucks, police go around town.  Police talked about birthday drive bys.  Mayor Lello asked what the AmVets have planned.  Patty stated the Veterans will be putting flags at the cemeteries tomorrow and crosses on the fence at the VFW.  There is no parade this year.  The Chief noted that by doing that you may get people out on the corners and it could become an issue.     All agreed it is a good idea, but best to stay safe and not cause issues.

Mr. Price -  Reminder to everyone that the voting location has changed.   Dupont will be voting at the Middle School on New Street,  Not the borough building or the VFW.  Better yet, vote by mail in ballot.  
Mr. Knick stated even at the school, it is by paper ballot.    Mayor suggested signs be at the VFW and borough building.    Mr. Knick stated it is advertised, but we can put it in the paper and put signs up.

Mr. Karkut – Memorial Day  used to be Decoration Day for the old timers.   It is a nice day, remember social distancing,  If you are having a cookout with family or friends, just remember those who gave the ultimate sacrifice for our freedom. 

Mr. Knick – Thanked the police and public works employees for working through this epidemic and keeping everyone safe.
